Memorandum of Understanding
About main possible cooperation areas between the Union of Aviation Industry,
Russia and AeroSpace and Defence Industries Association of Europe
Rome, Italy, 4th November 2009

The Union of the Aviation Industry of Russia (hereinafter referred to as “the Union”) and the
AeroSpace and Defence Industries Association of Europe hereinafter referred to as “ASD”, also
commonly referred to as «the Parties»,

Willing to facilitate a sustainable framework for future partnership and cooperation between
the Acrospace Industry of the Russian Federation of on the one side, and European Aerospace
Industries, on the other side,

Underlying the high level of the trade, economic, industrial and science and technical
cooperation between the Russian Federation and European Communities and their Member States,

Have come to the following understanding:

1. The Parties will endeavour their best efforts to facilitate development of a mutually
beneficial cooperation in the following aerospace areas:

- Promote harmonization of the Russian airworthiness regulatory framework taking
into account standards and requirements of the EU legislation;

- Promote development of programs related to aviation standards, airworthiness
requirements, cooperation with suppliers and aviation authorities;

- Promote exchange of information about standards and practices (including defense
and security);

- Promote common research activities and monitoring of the international aviation
market, its state and development trends;




- Promote common forums, scientific symposiums, conferences and workshops on the
relevant problems of the civil aviation;

- Development of a dialogue between European and Russian SMEs;

2. Establishment of a high level Group in relation to the above, to monitor
implementation of periodical meetings. ~ The Parties agree to make their best efforts to
ensure that a dialogue on the above-mentioned topics is established between the Russian and
European aerospace industries.

3. The Parties will try their best efforts to support the other Party in its relationship
relationship with its own administration with a view to facilitating programmes of
cooperation.  This support may cover, for example, the following fields: certification of
aircraft, issues related to customs and taxes.

4, ASD will consider the possibility to support the Union request towards and its
membership in International Coordinating Council of Aerospace Industries Associations
(ICCAIA).

5. The Union will assist ASD in organising its participation in the international aviation
exhibitions, forums and conferences in the Russian Federation in accordance with the
wishes of the European Aerospace Industry.

6. The parties will make their best efforts to promote direct dialogue between the
members of the Union and of ASD using the economic potential existing in the Aerospace
sectors of the European Union and of the Russian Federation.

The Memorandum could be changed or amended by the mutual written consent of the
Parties.




The Memorandum comes into effect starting from the day of its signing by the
authoritative representatives of the Parties.

This Memorandum may lead to specific agreements between the National
Association-members of ASD and the Union of Aviation Industry.
